Control Board - Necessary fields for sorting, finding etc

These trees are speciÞcally selected for lawn planting adjacent to sidewalks. Planting in lawns leads to a higher rate of tree
survival, longer life and a wider range of tree species may be used. The Tree Committee proposes to prefer lawn plantings
over curbside and/or under utility wires.

Condensed information about certain tree characteristics are shown in the list. The item ÒTreesÕ ScoreÓ represents a valuation
of the treesÕ characteristics, negative and positive, for the purpose of street/urban planting.
